The weather in August, the critical window for wine quality, was nearly perfect in 2022,
2 0 2 2 with long, cool days and nighttime temperatures dipping as low as the chilly 40F’s. We
started picking Cabernet Sauvignon on 31 August and were mostly finished harvesting

when intense heat began around Labor Day. The result was a small harvest of tiny,
‘\W delicious berries.

CORI S ON Classic Kronos Vineyard, the 2022 is juicy and mineral, sporting kaleidoscopic complexity.
KRONOS VINEYARD Aromas of dark fruit and baking spices join fresh thyme, mint and sage, complexing a
NAPA VALLEY pretty floral perfume of violets and lavender, with notes of cacao. Brooding blueberry,
CaSERNED plum, boysenberry, and cassis fruit complement cinnamon, nutmeg and clove. Lush,
velvety, and mouth-coating, it is weighty without being heavy, showing a quiet richness.

faint touch of licorice as each swirl of the glass reveals new layers of complexity and depth. On the palate, the wine is vibrant
and impeccably pure, displaying remarkable focus, precision, and a graceful sense of energy. The core of luscious red and
dark fruit is beautifully framed by refined, polished tannins that lend both texture and structure. Notes of mineral and spice
carry through to a long, persistent finish that lingers with elegance and poise. While this Cabernet is already showing
impressive character and undeniable charm in its youth, it is clear that it will continue to evolve beautifully over the next
decade or more.

JEB D U N N U C K 93 Another incredibly successful 2022, the 2022 Cabernet Sauvignon Kronos Vineyard
is 100% Cabernet Sauvignon aged 20 months in 50% new French oak. Deep
purple/plum-hued, it shows sweet cassis, assorted red and black berries, spring flowers, incense, and spicy wood-
driven aromatics. Medium to full-bodied, nicely textured, balanced, and elegant on the palate, it has the forward,
slightly more front end-loaded style of the vintage yet solid mid-palate depth and ripe tannins. It's accessible today
and should evolve gracefully over the coming 10-12 years, probably longer.
